Details: On the listed date and time, the Visalia Police Department responded to the Ross Department store in the 3100
block of N. Dinuba Blvd. for a suspicious circumstance call.

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On 10/11/14 at approx. 1615 hours, the black Cadillac Escalade was located in Dinuba, CA. The male and female sought
from the Ross Dept. store incident have been located and are cooperating with this investigation. One person has been
detained but detectives have determined no kidnapping took place and are continuing the investigation. No arrests have
been made.
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After further investigation, it was determined that suspect and victim in this case are married and were involved in a
verbal altercation outside Ross Dept. store that turned physical. S/Losoya pulled the victim through the parking lot and
forced her into the waiting vehicle against her will. The couple’s 2 minor children were present in the vehicle when the
incident occurred. S/Losoya was booked on Domestic Violence, Kidnapping and child endangerment.
