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On May 20th, 2017, between the hours of 3 p.m. and 9 p.m., Visalia Police Officers 

conducted a minor decoy operation.  

 

During the six hour detail, an underage decoy was sent into 9 ABC licensed establishments 

and attempted to purchase alcoholic beverages. The underage decoy was unable to 

purchase alcohol at any of the locations visited.  The Visalia Police Department and 

Alcoholic Beverage Control considers this a successful detail, and appreciates the diligent 

efforts of these businesses in keeping the youth of our community safe and sober. 

 

The Visalia Police Department urges all licensed establishments to check the ID's of all 

individuals who appear to be younger than 30 years of age.  Funding for this program was 

provided by a grant from the California Alcoholic Beverage Control (ABC) through the 

department’s Grant Assistance Program.
