Details: On 4/21/20 at approximately 4:36 AM, VPD responded to a burglary at the Jalisco Meat Market at 301 N.E. 3

. 

When officers arrived on scene they immediately detained one adult and one juvenile, exiting the business. Officers 

followed a trail of meat to a nearby apartment. They determined additional suspects fled to the apartment in the 300 block 

of N.E. 3
rd 

Avenue. 
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Detectives assigned to the Property Crimes Unit and Violent Crimes unit responded to the scene. A search warrant was 

executed at the residence. During the search warrant officers located some of the stolen meat being cooked in the 

residence during a small gathering. An additional (6) adults and (5) juveniles were located inside the apartment and were 

connected with the burglary. All of the subjects were arrested for burglary, burglary during a state of emergency/looting 

and some had miscellaneous charges of resisting arrest, providing false information to a peace officer and warrants. 

 

The adult suspects were booked at the Tulare County Adult Pre-Trial Facility and the juveniles were booked at the Tulare
