Some
prescription medications and over-the-counter drugs may interfere with driving. Always follow
directions for use and read warning labels about driving. While medicinal and recreational
marijuana are legal, driving under the influence of marijuana is illegal.

Drivers caught driving impaired and charged with a first-fime DUl face an average of $13,500 in fines
and penalties, as well as a suspended license.
