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UPDATE: Replica Firearm Recovered, Six Detained in School Altercation

This morning at approximately 9:09 a.m., Visalia Police officers responded to a report of a man with a
gun near Crescent Valley Charter School in the 100 block of East Main Street. Officers arrived quickly
and detained six individuals who had been involved in an altercation on school property.

During the incident, one person displayed what was later determined to be a replica firearm. All six
individuals were taken into custody.

No shots were fired, and the school remained safe throughout the incident. The Visalia Police
Department’s Violent Crimes Unit responded to the scene and has taken over the investigation.

**ORIGINAL RELEASE**

At approximately 9:09 a.m., Visalia Police Department officers received a report of a person with a gun
near Crescent Valley Charter School on Main Street. Officers arrived quickly as the suspect was seen
leaving the school area.

No shots were fired, and the school remained safe. A large police presence is currently on Main Street
as the investigation continues.
